(Tuesday evenings throughout the season – as set out on the Calendar)

ENTRIES CLOSE SUNDAY PRIOR TO EVENT!
(Late entries may be accepted with entry fee, in person)
Start times will be emailed and posted online on the Monday prior to the event.

Each Cross Country Challenge event will be run as a separate competition, but points will be awarded towards the Manx Chasers Cross Country Challenge League Championship at the end of the season.
To be eligible for the Carters Business Solutions, Accountants and Business Advisors sponsored trophies, for the overall league winners, at the end of the season; you must attend at least half of the Manx Chasers Cross Country Challenge League Competitions.

Cross Country Challenge Competition classes:

1. Mini-Minimus - max 1’6’’ (assisted / lead rein)

2. Minimus Pairs max 1’6’’

3. Minimus max 1’ 6’’




4. Novice Pairs max 2’ 6’’

5. Novice max 2’ 6’’




6. Open max 3’ 3’’

Mini-Minimus Class involves:

· Short cross country course.

· Riders under 12 (as of 1st January 2010).

· Can be spoken assistance and/or lead rein.

· Aim is to encourage younger riders to have a go at cross country!

Penalties in the Mini-Minimus Class are awarded for:

· Jumps refused/missed out on the cross country course.
· The whole course will be timed and the times will be used to split if equality of jump and control faults (i.e. fastest wins).

All other classes involve:

· Cross country course of approximately 2500m - 3000m.

· Controlled walk section to include opening, going through and shutting a 4 foot gate.

· Show jump section to follow immediately after the cross country round.

· Cross country course has a timed section (which will include a small number of jumps).
Penalties are awarded for:
· Jumps refused or knocked down in the cross country and show jumping sections.
· Failure to open or shut the gate.

· Failure to maintain a walk in the walk section.

· The timed section will be used to split if equality of jump and control faults (i.e. fastest wins).

Scoring for each individual Cross Country Challenge League Competition is as follows:
Jump faults

· First refusal, run-out or circle at obstacle
- 30 penalties
· Second refusal , run-out or circle at obstacle
- 30 (i.e. 2 refusals = 60 penalties)
· Third refusal , run-out or circle at obstacle
- 30 (i.e. 3 refusals = 90 penalties)
· Fall of rider





- 60 penalties
· Fall of rider and horse 



- 120 penalties
· Error of course / failure to attempt fence
- 90 penalties
· For pairs classes if there is a dressing fence
- 30 penalties if not jumped together

· For pairs classes all other jumps must be jumped within 50m of each other



- 30 penalties if the distance is more

Control Section faults (NOT Mini-Minimus Class)

· No overtaking is allowed on the walk section.

· Each break of walk




- 5 penalties (max penalty 25)

(A break of walk is where the horse or pony shows 2 or more clearly established strides of trot or canter. Other evasions such as napping will not be penalised.)
Gate Obstacle faults (NOT Mini-Minimus Class)
· Dismounting to open or shut gate


- 30 penalties
· Failing to close the gate



- 30 penalties
· Failure to go through the gate


- 30 penalties
No one is eliminated but may be asked to move on if experiencing difficulties at a particular jump, but can finish the course.
Overtaking is allowed but must be done carefully with consideration for other riders.
In the pairs classes’ riders must jump the fences within 50 m of each other and there may be dressing fence which must be jumped together.

General information:
· Riders may enter more than one class.

· Riders may enter a class more than once on different combinations.

· Riders may enter as single or as pair. 

· Pairs classes can be any combination. 

· The course will be available to be walked from 5pm on the Monday prior to each league competition.

· Approximate start times will be available, displayed at course walk and emailed to entrants on the Monday prior to each league competition.

· Please bring number bibs to display start number.  Start numbers will be emailed with start times. In order to aid check in, it would be helpful if competitors print two copies of number for their number bib. Competitors (horse and rider combinations) will be allocated the same number for each cross country challenge league competition, so numbers can be reused.
· There will be rosettes at least to third place for individual league competitions and rosettes to sixth for the overall championship.

· General course will be open for practise every weekend subject to weather and ground conditions. Please phone to book in advance.

· Late entries may be accepted with entry fee, in person, but please telephone 422486 to notify of intention to make a late entry.
· In the event of a cancellation due to weather conditions or other circumstances, entries will be automatically carried forward to the next scheduled league event, unless otherwise notified.
· To run an event over the length of our course requires a lot of jump judges and other stewards, if you are able to provide an adult who is able to assist in this way it would be greatly appreciated and will ensure the event is able to take place.  Please indicate their name and mobile contact on the entry form. Thank you.
Results may not be available at the end of the evening, but will be published online as soon as possible after the event. Rosettes and Certificates will be able to be collected at the next Cross Country League Competition.

Points for the league will be awarded as follows:


1st	- 25 points


2nd	- 20 points


3rd	- 15 points


4th	- 10 points


5th place onwards – 5 points for completing the course
