Competition classes:

1. Mini-Minimus - approx 1’6’’ (spoken assistance / lead rein) for riders under 12 (as of 1st January 2010) only.
2. Minimus approx 1’ 6’’




3. Novice approx 2’ 6’’




4. Open approx 3’ 3’’

Classes involve:

· Show jumping ring (approx 6 obstacles)

· Cross country ring (approx 6 – 8 obstacles)

· Show jumping ring (approx 6 obstacles)

· Full course is timed with time penalties for refusals or knock downs.
Time penalties are awarded for:
· Jumps refused or knocked down in the cross country and show jumping sections.
Scoring for the Eventer Grand Prix is as follows:
· Each refusal, run-out or circle at obstacle

- 5 second time penalty
· Three refusal’s – must move on


- total 30 second time penalty
· Each knock down of jump pole


- 5 second time penalty

· Fall of rider – for safety are asked to withdraw from the round

· Fall of rider and horse - for safety are asked to withdraw from the round


· Error of course / failure to attempt fence
- 30 second time penalty

For the purposes of consistency for this competition a jump from a standstill at any obstacle will not be deemed a refusal, but a step back at an obstacle will be penalised as such.

DON’T FORGET - The aim of the Manx Chasers competitions is to have fun!


Entry Fees:

· All classes per Horse/Rider combination: 

£15 (includes 2 rounds)

· 2010 Manx Chasers season ticket holders: 
£2 reduction per entry     
Individual horse/rider combination entry fee includes 2 rounds of the course. 1st round in given starting order, 2nd round will run slowest to fastest using the times from the first round.

General information:
· Riders may enter more than one class.

· Riders may enter a class more than once on different combinations.

· The course will be available to be walked from 8am on Saturday 19th June 2010.
· Approximate start times for classes will be available online and emailed to entrants on Friday 18th June 2010.

· Please bring number bibs to display start number.  Start numbers will be emailed with approximate class start times. In order to aid check in, it would be helpful if competitors print two copies of number for their number bib. 
· There will be rosettes to at least third place.
· Late entries may be accepted with entry fee, in person, but please telephone 422486 to notify of intention to make a late entry.
